SUBSTRATE QUALITY / PRE-TREATMENT

1. Ensure that the substrate is free of any traces of
plantbased or mineral pollution, e.g. grease, oil, lait-
ance, etc...

2. Remove loose and damaged concrete by means of a
suitable tool in order to obtain a clean, rough surface.
3. Clear out concrete around corroded rebar in order
to create space for inserting the product behind and
around them. The boundaries of the surface to be re-
paired must be clearly defined.

4. Brush, scrape or sandblast corroded rebar in order
to remove non-adherent rust.

5. Dust off all surfaces to be repaired.

6. Soak the substrate prior to application (substrate
must be damp but not seeping with water)
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MIXING

1. Mix Sika MonoTop*®-731 Structure Repair MM with
4.25 - 4.5 | of clean water (clean water 17 - 18 % per
mortar weight).

2. Mixing should be carried out as follows: By machine
mix with recommended speed at 500 rpm.

3. Mixing time: at least 3 minutes or required consist-
ency is obtained.

4. Leave the mixture to stand for 1 - 3 minutes.

5. Do not add water after mixing.

APPLICATION

1. Apply a first coat of Sika MonoTop®-731 Structure
Repair MM with a trowel, pressing firmly to ensure ef-
fective bonding, building up to required thickness in
one single operation. A maximum thickness is 35 mm.
2. The case of repairing the corner of the concrete
column, use 2 trowels on each side of the corner to
prevent over use of mortar on the corner.

3. Apply additional mortar to obtain the desired over
all thickness. Smooth the surface with a trowel or float
the repaired surface for a smooth finish.

CURING TREATMENT

After finishing, protect the mortar from drying out by
applying Sika® Antisol® S
